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Key points of the metropolitan regulation

ÅTemporary licenses for special common use of the public domain: 2+1+1 years . 

ÅTerritorial coverage and guarantee of access to the service in the municipalities under the regulation.

Å15.000 electric vehicles regulated under the metropolitan framework. 10.000 in the first call and currently 5.950 electric vehicles 

associated with the licenses granted.

ÅGeolocation  of all vehicles in real time (24 hours a day, 365 days a year).

ÅRespect  current regulations regarding traffic, parking, road safety and use of public roads.

ÅObligation to adhere to Best practices Code of road safety. 

ÅSpecific sanctions system. 

ÅMetropolitan Identification of all shared e -mopeds & e -motorcycles.
